SIXES IN SWITZERLAND: HIGHLIGHTS 
FROM THE ARCHIVE,  
CHARLIE ALEXANDER

The Archive for the International Six 
Metre Class was launched in 2019, to bring 
together disparate Six Metre archival 
records and make them freely available 
online at www.6metrearchive.org.

To reflect the international nature of 
the Class, the Archive actively seeks out 
archival material that might otherwise be 
hidden in libraries, yacht clubs, and private 
collections around the world. 

In this spirit, in recent years the Archive 
has been collecting a range of relevant 
Swiss documents, after recognising the 
particularly rich history of Six Metre sailing 
in Switzerland. 

And where better to begin than historic 
rating certificates for Sixes such as Borée 
(Z3), which was owned by Pierre Bigar from 
Geneva in the 1930s. Other certificates in 
the Collection, for boats such as Hope (Z10), 
were completed by Henri Copponex – the 
Swiss Olympic Six Metre sailor. Certificates 
like these provide valuable technical and 
historical insights and the Archive is 
grateful to Guy-Roland Perrin for providing 
access to his collection of certificates.

During a research trip to Geneva in 2024, 
the Archive team were also kindly given 
access to archival material at the Société 
Nautique de Genève, some of which once 
belonged to former ISMA President, 
Bernard Haissly. The club has played an 
important role in the development of Six 
Metre sailing in Switzerland and during 
their visit the Archive team collected 
photographs, race results and copies of 
Swiss Newsletters for the Collection, dating 
from the 1920s onwards. 

Together, these documents offer a 
fascinating window into Swiss Six Metre 
activity over time – revealing which boats 
were active, which regattas were held, and 
how the Class has evolved. It is important 
to highlight that the Archive collect both 
historic and modern material, to ensure 
that Class activity today is preserved for the 
future. 

There are also great archival records 
for individual Sixes, such as this striking 
photograph of Ylliam VIII, which competed 
for Switzerland at the 1952 Olympics, with 
Louis Noverraz at the helm.

From boats that were designed, built, owned 
and sailed in Switzerland, to records of 
races on Swiss waters, the Archive is just 
beginning to uncover the depth of Swiss 
involvement in Six Metre sailing and is 
looking forward to seeing where the records 
lead next.
